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Abstract: The paper analyzes the distribution of public resources for defense and social protection in
2013-2023 and how these items are key items of the state budget. The purpose of the study is to
substantiate a strategy for optimizing defense and social support expenditures in the context of the war
in Ukraine. The research materials use systematic and logical approaches; also the method of theoretical
generalization, comparison, analysis and synthesis, and scientific abstraction. In the context of martial
law, the volume of defense spending has increased; the overall level of social spending has been
characterized by fluctuations, with a general downward trend. The paper notes that optimization of the
State budget expenditures should be based on prioritization of public expenditures of national
importance.
